1 Objectivesof the Training Course

Korea Meteorological Administration (KMA) and Korea International Cooperation
Agency (KOICA) jointly organized the 2™ International Training Course on Advanced
Anaysis of COMS Data. The Course took place at KMA Headquarters in Seoul, Republic of
Koreafor three weeks beginning on 18 September 2008. The objectives of the course are;

a) To introduce the COM S program, observation schedule, and data distribution policy,

b) To enhance understanding on meteorological satellite products for better meteorol ogical

analysis and forecasting,

c) To form an internationa user community to share the various kinds of information on

COMS, which would cover the Asia-Pacific area

2 Participantsand Sessions of the Training Course
